PUBLIC ROAD AUTOMATED WASTE COLLECTION REMINDER | All waste must be 
contained entirely within your automated trash carts and NOT next to or behind the cart.  Any 
waste that does not fit inside the automated cart is classified as bulk waste. 

BULK WASTE REMINDER | Bulk waste collection requires advance scheduling for the 
designated collection date. Residents are allowed a total of 12 free collections per year.

As a Level III Health Department, the RCPH plays a key role in 
monitoring the health concerns of entire communities, with a focus on preventing health 
problems. Their responsibilities include providing at least 14 programs or services that cover a 
minimum of seven focus areas outlined in the State of Wisconsin Health Plan.
